· Janice Thurlow called the meeting to order at 7:08 PM  
· Upon a motion by Virge Lorents, seconded by Edward Eramian, the minutes of the April 24, 2008 meetings were unanimously approved.

· Kate Harvey reported on the focus groups.  Some were well attended, some were not.  About 50 people total participated.  Janice Thurlow asked if Alexander Lake discussions focused on one group or was commented on by several groups.  Kate Harvey said it was throughout the groups.  The summary report was reviewed.  On page 5. artesian should read artisan.  Poverty was a common theme.  Kate will emphasize this was not a scientific tally.  Bruce Weaver asked about demographics.  Kate Harvey answered most were older than 40 but not seniors.
· The online survey was reviewed and suggestions made.  Virge Lorents reported it is hard to distinguish an activated button from a non-activated one.  Color will be adjusted.  Mills will be specified as historic mills.  Several members suggested replacing colonial architecture with historic architecture.  Change good schools to educational opportunities, rock to stone walls, traffic to ease of travel.  Historic community buildings, farms and small town feel will be added.  Open space will be listed as open space/fields/forested areas.  #5 – add redeveloping historic mills, recreation for adults, cultural and entertainment.  Language will be changed regarding the meaning of development on Route 101 to make it broader as well as for developing walkable village centers.  Kate Harvey will make and distribute the changes.  Also the comments regarding downtown and Main Street can be 
combined with the Water Street item.  The dairy bar item for downtown will be removed.  Mill will be changed to historic mills.  Open space east and west “of” Killingly will be corrected.  
· Linda Walden said there will be a booth for Borderlands at the Tercentennial event.  She volunteered to be there.  Sue Westa reported there will not be wi-fi at the event for the survey.  Paper copies of the survey can be completed.  Janice Thurlow said she has found out that it costs $38 per 1000 to stuff the Killingly Villager with flyers, etc.  Killingly circulation is 12,000.  Linda Walden will copy the revised survey once it is available.
· Peter Flinker then reviewed the agenda for the visioning workshop June 9th.  He will get the agenda hand-out to Sue to distribute.  Steve Mullen will do keypad polling.  Virge Lorents offered and will email jpegs to Peter of her photography for Peter to use at the workshop.  Bruce Weaver said it would be nice to post workshop photos on a website for viewing or use as screensavers.  Ed Eramian said it needs to be stressed that if people bring photos to the workshop that the photos will be returned.

· Other - Kate Harvey explained that there will be a specific out reach to youth through a project at the high school once school gets underway in the fall.  Orton’s evaluation survey was mentioned and people are urged to participate.  After the meeting tonight, Kate will interview some focus group members for podcast.
· NEXT MEETING:  A Killingly Tercentennial event for the Defenders’ conflicts with the next scheduled (6/26) meeting.  The June meeting will therefore be Thursday, June 19, 2008.  There was also discussion about taking a summer hiatus in July and resuming the monthly meetings in August.
