Meeting Minutes

· Janice Thurlow called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM
· Upon a motion by Peggy Weaver, seconded by Donna Bronwell, the minutes of the June 19, 2008 meeting was unanimously approved.
· Planning for Fall Workshop: Peter Flinker from Dodson Associates opened the discussion of the overall goal of the second workshop, recognizing that the first workshop was to identify issues and for people to see and understand what the issues are around village-based development.
Janice thought it was important to use the raffle winner drawing to capitalize on the next meeting. Ed Eramian thought it was important to get the buzz in town; the informal word-of-mouth isn’t where it needs to be.  The penetration into the community isn’t there yet.  Elsie asked how many people did the surveys and the focus groups:  there were 30 people (in addition to the pilot team members) who came to the focus groups, and about 100 handwritten surveys were submitted.  Linda thought that by focusing on a specific area, such as Dayville, there will be more participation.  Dale Demarais thought that the loss of the local networks and the downtown vibrancy is part of the problem and also maybe is too difficult to achieve.
Peter thought that the Dayville-Danielson area might not get to the issue of rural sprawl and open space and that perhaps studying Rte 101 would provide a nice cross-section of town (rural and urban).  But will it get to the issues that people 
are most concerned about…is the design of Dayville most important or is laying out the whole highway corridor most important?
Peter showed some tools that are useful to both educate the workshop attendees and help them make choices.  The “Chip Game” at any scale provides people with a fun, interactive, hands-on way to map out potential and inevitable growth in patterns that they think are appropriate to the town, given various constraints (infrastructure, natural resources, etc.).  At the very local scale, a SWOT (Strength Weakness Opportunities Threats) analysis could be useful.  We can also do some keypad polling around some design standards at the local scale.
Ed liked the idea of Rte 101 and that it would be more than enough to chew on, and Janice agreed.  Or perhaps a little of both - can we look at 101 and then drill down on designing a place like Dayville?  Kevin said that it is very likely that there will be some local design work that will happen in Phases II or III of the Village Pilot.  There was additional discussion around Rte. 101 and general agreement that it is feasible, and it is a transect of the town that represents all the various current land uses.  However Dale Demarais thought that redevelopment of the villages on 101 was the key, and that most of Rte 101 was already built out.  

A question was also asked about whether there was enough in the budget to show what the build-out might be along Rte. 101. Kevin said he’d ask Orton about whether CommunityViz would be a feasible option to demonstrate a build out visual.

· The group agreed on September 26/27 and October 18 to do the JKA Discovery Process and roughly six-ten people agreed to participate with up to 18 to be accommodated.

· The group scheduled its next meeting for August 21st.   This is a change from the original date.

· The group adjourned at 9:05.
